Checklist for new Mexico importations (southbound)
1) Top Priority, Mexican broker must be set-up ("order conferred") with notarized copy of the Power of Attorney filed in Mexico City.
(Note: This process takes approximately a week to appear on the Service of Tributary Administration or "SAT" system.) 
Note: This will allow for imports into Mexico, prior to this goods can not be imported for this Mexican importer by the Mexican broker.
2) Mexican broker "needs" to set up the account the following:
- Copy of Order Conferred received by SAT
- Original letter of "rights" signed by a legal company representative
- Copy of Act of Incorporation (Acta Constitutiva)
- Copy of notarized Power
- Copy of Official Legal Representative Identification
- Copy of RFC (equivalent to IRS Number in U.S.A.)
- Copy of registration with "Hacienda" (Same as IRS Dept.)
- Copy of registration as importer and exporter
- Copy of Maquila or Pitex program if either is the case.
 3) For each shipment the documentation needed to process the Mexican pedimento is as follows:                                    
· Revision document with quantity of bundles, merchandise description, quantity of units of measures, kilograms, HTS, Value of merchandise, freight, expenses.
· Copy of invoice
· Copy of certificate of origin (NAFTA), if originating from U.S.A. or Canada.
